China Dynastic Rule 

Background 
A. China is one of the oldest civilizations on earth. Dates back 4000 years and developed along the Yellow River. 
B. Thousands of years of cultural stability 
C. Very little is known about Ancient china until start of Shang Dynasty in 1700 BCE. 
Why we cover dynastic China? China and the dynastic model was one of the oldest, longest standing cultures in the world. It was innovative and stable. Effectively the same form of government operated for thousands of years until 20th century rebellion. 

The Shang 1700-1028 BCE
A. Developed ideographic written script
B. Polytheistic
C. Lt. Wu kills Shang king an begins Zhou dynasty  

Zhou 1028-256 BCE
A. Introduced Mandate of Heaven, stated that rulers are just and had authority to rule from heaven. 
B. Dynasty, rulers come from succession of family line.
C. Built better road, water systems.
D. Used Cavalry in battle, developed crossbows. 
E. Sent China into Warring States period, empire broke into small city states ruled by war lords. 

Qin 221-210
A. Created the title of Emperor, all of government under rule of emperor
B. Created the famous Terra Cotta soldiers. 
C. Began the building the Great Wall of China. 
D. Considered a very cruel dynasty, totalitarian rule. 

Han 
A. Liu Bang is able to seize power from Emperor Qin’s son. 
B. Restores the order of the empire and rules for 400 years. 
C. Expanded territory and created the Silk Road. 
D. China enjoyed an extended period of peace. 

Ming 
A. Ming dynasty overthrows the Mongol Yun dynasty in 1368. 
B. Provided strength and stability in China for 300 years, until 1644. 
C. They put the most time and effort into the great wall, to keep the Mongols out. 
D. Used a civil service exam to create a highly efficient bureaucracy. 
E. To fill the bureaucracy the dynasty created a nationwide school system. 
F. China begins to isolate itself from the outside world, but the outside world finds them. In 1514 Portuguese traders arrive in China for the 1st time since Marco Polo. European influence begins to trickle in. 
G. The Ming dynasty come to an end in 1644, they levied too high of taxes, and went through a number of weak rulers. A peasant revolt leads to downfall. 

Qing 1644-1911. The last dynasty 
A. Manchurians come in and defeat peasant army, est. Qing dynasty. 
B. Under Qing Chinese culture and arts flourished. 
C. Remained largely agricultural 

China Resists Outside Influence (14.1, pg371)
Standards: 10.4.4
A. In 1793 China agrees to meet with ambassadors from European Countries. 
B. Emperor Qing is not interested in trade and prefers Isolation. 
C. Why? China had a strong agricultural base in the dating back to the 11th century. They had extensive rice fields, and the Spanish and Portuguese brought maize, sweet potato, and peanuts from the Americas. 
D. China also had rich iron, salt, silver, and tin mines. Also produced amazing silks, high quality cotton, and fine porcelain. 
E. The west was looking for something that they could trade with China in large quantities. They found opium. By 1835 an estimated 12 million Chinese people were using opium. 

Opium War
A. Began in 1839.  
B. Emperor Qing demanded that the British stop trading opium. 
C. The Chinese put up blockades on against British. British responded with force.
D. The battles largely took place at sea and in China’s waterways. 
E. Britain had steam powered gunboats that were devastating 
F. China was defeated in 1842 signed the treaty of Nanjing. 
G. Treaty gave Britain Hong Cong and access to several Chinese ports 
H. This conflict opened up the floodgate for western imperialism. 
I. Western nations were not subject to Chinese laws (extraterritoriality). 

Taiping Rebellion (1850-1864)
A. There was a massive population growth in 1850. China grew to 430 million people.
B. Famine, poor working + living conditions, opium all lead to rebellion
C. Leader Hong wants to provide land for peasant population, give equality to women, and share possessions equally. 
D. Hong Xiuquan raises peasant Army of 1 million people. 
E. In 1853 the rebellion captures the capital of Nanjing. 
F. The new government experienced internal feuds and a combined force of Qing, British, and French troops launched attacks by 1864 the new government had collapsed. 
G. At least 20 million people died during the rebellion. 

Foreign Influences Grow 
A. Like Russia, China argues whether they should become more Western in policy and production, or if they should maintain their own culture. 
B. China’s slow response to issues allowed foreign powers to gain a foothold in China 
C. European Countries, U.S., and Japan created the SPHERE OF INFLUENCE-was an area in which the foreign nation controlled trade and investment. 
D. The U.S. was afraid that China would be gobbled up into European colonies 
E. The U.S. created the open door policy. Proposed that China be open to trade with all nations. 
F. Spheres of Influence controlled the most prosperous regions of China. 

Upsurge in Chinese Nationalism 
A. China pressed for strong reforms. 
B. 1898 Emperor Guangxu introduced measures that reorganized the Chinese education system, strengthened the military and economy, and streamlined the government. 
C. Members of the Qing dynasty shot down the emperor’s new measures. 
D. Chinese frustration continued to grow. 

The society of Righteous and Harmonious Fists
A. Poor Peasants and workers wanted foreigners out. 
B. Became known as boxers
C. Fought a campaign against the Empress’s rule and foreign privilege. 
D. Boxers surrounded Beijing and held it for months. 
E. A multination force of 19,000 defeated the boxers. 
F. Rebellion left legacy of Chinese nationalism. 
G. China decides it wants to institute a constitutional monarch, however, it takes decades to see reform. 


Imperial China Collapses (14.3, pg 448)

A New Republic 
A. The fall of the Qing dynasty was inevitable 
B. Tried to address issues of government with civil service exam and called a national assembly in 1910 to give advice to the emperor. 
C. Regardless of Reform, living conditions continued to worsen. 
D. SUN YAT-Sen was an inspirational leader who formed the Revive China Society 
E. Sun proposes a Military takeover, democratic rule, and creation of constitutional democracy. 
F. In 1908 Empress dies, in October 1911 Qing dynasty collapses due to uprising. Qing had ruled China since 1644. 
G. Sun is the provisional president, but he did not have the power to create and maintain new government 
H. Sun turns to General Yuan Shigai and his army. 
I. Yuan became president of Chinese Republic. 
J. Yuan is corrupted with power, destroys the democratic institutions, dissolved the new parliament, and forces Sun into exile. 
K. Yuan dies in 1916 and China breaks into Civil War. 
L. Authority falls into the hands of warlords and military leaders. 

The Communist Party in China
A. May 4th Movement 1919 thousands of students gather at Tiananmen Square to protest treaty of Versailles. This is the beginning of a Chinese Nationalism movement. 
B. 1921 Mao Zedong an assistant Librarian at Beijing University becomes one of China’s greatest revolutionary leaders
C. He believed in a different form of Communism, He thought he could lead the revolution with peasants rather than with industrial workers. 
D. Peasants begin to align with the Chinese Communist Party. Peasants felt that the nationalist government was corrupt. 
E. To gain support, Mao divided land that the Communist Won. 
F. Sun Yat-Sen, leader of the Nationalist party (Kuomintang), dies in 1925. Chiang Kai-shek heads the Kuomintang. 
G. Chiang and the Communists fight the warlords and win. Then the Kuomintang turns against the Communist. 
H. Chiang almost wipes the communist out and in 1928 starts the Nationalist Republic of China. 
I. This spirals the country into civil war. 

Chinese Civil War
A. By 1930 the Nationalists and Communist were fighting a bloody civil war. 
B. Mao used successful Guerilla tactics against the nationalist. 
C. Chiang raised an army of 700,000 men onto the Communist stronghold 

The Long March 
D. Mao knew he faced defeat. 100,000 communist forces fled on a 6,000 mile journey called the long march. 
E. Thousands died from hunger, exposure, and battle wounds. 
F. Mao was able to hide in caves in northwestern China

Civil War Suspended
A. Japan saw the civil war as an opportunity to invade.
B. In 1931 Japan invaded Manchuria. 
C. In 1937 Japan declared all out war on China. Japan bombed cities, left thousands dead, and gained control of a large part of China. 
D. The Nationalist and Communist united to fight Japan in WWII. 
E. China fought on the side of the allies. 10-22 million Chinese were killed in WWII. 

Communists Take Power in China
Standard: 10.9.2, 10.9.4

A. After WWII ended the Communist and Nationalist once again faced one another. 
B. The Communists were able to take the majority of Northern China by 1945. 
C. The Nationalist owned the South Western part of China. 
D. Civil war lasted from 1946-1949
E. The Nationalist had the Communist outnumber 3 to 1, and had the financial backing of the United States. The Communists were backed by the Soviet Union. 
F. The Nationalist did little to win the support of the Chinese people. Their economy was devastated and many began to turn to the Communists.
G. The Communist win the war, they have more fighting experience, and better tactics. 
H. The Nationalists flee to Taiwan and set up a government backed by the United States. 
I. China begins to expand: They take Tibet in 1951 and parts of Mongolia 
J. Communist set up two parallel organizations. The Communist Party and the National government (like the soviets). Mao heads both until 1959
K. Mao takes land from landlords and distributes land among peasants. 
L. Then he collectivizes the farms (up to 300 households on one farm) 
M. In 1953 he launches 5-year plan to increase industrial output. By 1957 coal, cement, steel, and electricity increase drastically in China. 

The 5 year Plan (1953-57)
A) Industry Grew 15% a year. 
B) Agricultural output grew very slowly


The Great Leap Forward (1958-61)
A. 1958 creates farm communes (larger collective farms).
B. Average commune 15,000 acres and supported 25,000 people,
C. Completely collectivized. Peasants slept in dormitories, ate in dinning halls, owned nothing.
D. Program ended in 1961 when crop failures led to massive famine killing 20 million people. 
E. After failure of great leap forward Mao begins to allow for wage increases, promotions, private farms. Much like Lenin’s NEP. 
F. Mao loses significant influence. 

Cultural Revolution (1966-76)
A. Red Guards were students who pledged their devotion to Mao. 
B. [bookmark: _GoBack]Red Guards began the uprising known as Cultural Revolution-its goal was to ensure absolute equality between peasants and workers. 
C. Red Guard shut down schools, and targeted anyone who resisted change (much like the purges). Communist party general had to restore order. 
D. Mao gains significant influence.

A) Zhou Enlai, 1971 China opens it door to the US
B) U.S. (Nixon) establishes diplomatic relations with China, and supports China in joining the U.N.

A) Deng Xiaoping emerges as new leader of China. 
B) Four Modernizations-progress in Agriculture, industry, defense, and science and technology.
C) Deng got rid of communes. 
D) Farmers could sell their own product; under this model Chinese agriculture increased 50%. (1974-84)
E) China is beginning to become more modern.

Massacre at Tiananmen Square
A) New policies admitted western investment, tourists, and political ideas. 
B) Students begin to protest for more political freedom. 
C) April 1989. 100,000 students occupy Tiananmen Square. 
D) Students begin hunger strike, thousands come to support the students. 
E) Deng declares martial law, orders 100,000 troops into square.
F) Tanks rolled in and dispersed the crowds in a violent manner. Killing hundreds and wounding thousands. 
G) China controls the media and tries to cover up Tiananmen Square.

China enters the New Millennium 
A) 1997 Deng dies. 
B) Jiang Zemin becomes president and Zhu Rongji premier 
C) Hong Kong was transferred from Britain to China. 
D) Chinese and US trade relations continue to improve.
